Include
more then one phone number on the poster. Remempé&ace a note on the poster that asks anyonehatGEEN
the animal to please Distribute posters at areafgdi®ns, business's, intersections, and neiglblodd Make sure
your mailman, delivery drivers, and paper deliveeyson have a copy of the poster. They spenddf tonhe in your
neighborhood and may have seen your pet.

3. Run alost dog ad in your local newspaper ardlcthe paper for people posting found dog adsrtigitt fit your lost

pets description. If it sounds anything at aleljour lost pet call and check. People often dowdiv exactly what they

have and describe what they think the pet is.
